1. Be on “ZOOM” application

In order to attend IELTS Coach Boost lessons, you need to install and
register your full-name on “Z00M” application, make sure your name
on the screen is the same as your name on the myClass app. When
you log in to Zoom this will help the teacher take the register
accurately and efficiently. If the name on the screen isn’t correct,
right-click and choose ‘Rename’.

2. Be on the register

As with all IELTS Coach Boost lessons, please make sure you have Book now
booked your lesson on the myClass OBS (Online Booking System).

3. Be seen and be heard

In IELTS Coach Boost lessons, you need to have a webcam or camera
in order to participate fully. The experience is very similar as using
Skype or any other video calling app. You should also use earphones
or headphones with a built-in microphone as you will need to speak
throughout the class. So, it is recommended to test your video and
microphone before the lesson to make sure they work.

4. Be in a quiet place

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5. Be properly connected
